This three-bedroom end of terraced property has a stunning open plan kitchen dining room with 
glazed double height apex overlooking the good size garden, with open fields beyond. The 
accommodation provides an entrance lobby, kitchen dining room, living room, separate 
snug/utility, downstairs cloakroom, three bedrooms (all with double fitted wardrobes) and the 
family bathroom. Overall, there is over 1100 sq foot of living accommodation. 
 
The current owner has thoughtfully converted what used to be the garage into a fabulously 
designed open plan kitchen dining room with 180-degree views over the private garden, perfect for 
entertaining. Adjacent is the living room with double doors enabling further open plan living or 
separation. To the front is another reception room, that would be ideal as a playroom, study or 
snug. Open views at the rear of the garden over countryside, beyond the hedge boundary, give a 
lovely view from the back of the house. Established planted borders give year-round interest, 
alongside a lawn and two patio seating areas. At the front of the property there is a driveway for 
one vehicle and an integral storeroom.
